The UN Hub is
managed by the UN Resident Coordinator with the UN Country Team for the UAE to bring
awareness around the Sustainable Development Goals and the UN’s work in making a
difference in people’s lives around the world.
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The United Arab Emirates is well on its way to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals by 2030. For the next 50
